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Consultation – Admissions Policy 2022/3

Dear Parent/interested stakeholder,

The Good Shepherd Trust is the Admissions Authority for Christ’s College, Guildford, Larch Avenue, Guildford, Surrey, GU1 1JY.

The Trust is consulting on a proposed change to the 2022/3 admissions policy for the school and would like to hear your views. The Trust has a statutory duty to consult on admissions arrangements if we intend to make a change.

The consultation period will run from the 16th November 2020 – 3rd January 2021.

What is the proposed change?
The proposed change to the policy is to remove the provision for sixth form education, so that Christ’s College becomes an 11-16 school, rather than an 11-18 school. At the present time, there are currently no children accessing sixth form provision at the school and no intake is anticipated for September 2021.

The improvements at Christ's College over the last 18 months have been around the flourishing of the whole child through values driven education. The students are rightly proud of these. 
The quality of teaching is key at all stages of student's secondary education. What students learn, together with how they learn at the start of Year 7, is as important as when they are in Year 11. Students experience a five-year learning journey at Christ's College, rather than different key stages.

We are committed to ensuring that the students are prepared for their next steps both academically and in their own spiritual and personal development. There are three Sixth Form providers locally, who Christ’s College works closely with. Students also study at local colleges such as Woking College, with whom Christ’s has a very strong working relationship. Many students go on from their Sixth Form/College provision to universities, including those within the Russell Group.

What happens next?
Please note that you will not receive an individual response to your submission and no changes to the proposed policies will be made during the consultation period. After the consultation has closed, all responses will be collated and presented to the Trust Board during the first half term of the spring term 2021. The Board will then decide whether to proceed with the proposed change as well as determining the admission arrangements for all other Trust schools for which no changes are proposed. As the proposal for Christ’s College, Guildford would be a significant change, if the Trust Board determine to proceed, a full business case is required to be presented to the Department for Education. Once determined the final admission arrangements for all schools will be placed on the websites of the individual schools.
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
