Theme:  Any book character

2026 is the year of reading.  It is aimed at (re)discovering the joy
of reading and make it part of everyday life. We request the
children dress as a character from a reading book. If dressing up is
challenging, consider book characters who may wear every day
clothes. PE and swimming will continue as normal so please
factor this in to costume choices.  The children need to be able to
participate safely.  

During Book Day, there will be different activities to raise the
profile of reading for pleasure. On the next pages, there are
several competitions which children can participate in and may
give you fun activities to complete over half-term week.
